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INTRODUCTION OF
ELECTROHOMEOPATHIC MEDICINE

Electrohomeopathy is the system of medicine discovered by a famous Italian

Count Cesare Mattei in 1865. This is nearly 150 years old system of medicine

and is being practiced since 130+ years. In Electrohomeopathy  system of

medicine, the cells and strengthening the immune system and diagnosis and

treatment is done on the basis of temperament and causes of the diseases.

With the help of natural spagyric essence of the plant as a medicine which

balances the equilibrium of the blood and lymph by providing micro, macro

and minerals of the plant. Due to this, we can say that this system of medicine

is different from other system of the medicine and also this is complete system

of medicine.

Electrohomeopathy  is the system of naturals medicines, made from plant

extracted by Spagyric Cohobation Method by which the bio-energy of plants

(we can say life force of plants) for maintaining healthy balance throughout

the organic body. The process of preparing the spagyric substances by means

of complicated mode of fermentation, called ”cohobation”, and also the finally

made combination of ingredients to form a complex medicinal remedies.

Source of Electrohomeopathic medicine is about 114 plants species

belonging to 87 families and their phytochemicals and phytonutrients are used

in Electrohomeopathic system of medicine.

Electrohomeopathic medicine is prepared by repeated distillation and

retreated into an invisible, imponderable, insensible condition of infinitesimal

substances. The whole prepration is done with the help of potable water using

different extraction process. By this process the spagyric essence is produced.
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The word “Spagyric”  comes from two Greek words : “Spa”  meaning to

separate or purify  and “Gyric”  to reunite, to make the specific preparation

process of a spagyric essence.

Acording to Electrohomeopathic, the cause of every disease is the deficiency

of micro, macro and trace elements and these elements are supplied to cell by

two fluids known as Blood and Lymph . Every disease originates in the change

in the state of blood or lymph or both of them at the same time.

Electrohomeopathic medicine work on the three levels of the body i.e. the

physical, mental and spiritual  may relate to trackling the imbalance in the

energy states of the body. The Electrohomeopathic remedies purify the lymph

and blood systems of the human body.

Each remedy is derived from the several plants. When we take this complex

remedy it moves through the body via the blood and lymphatic systems and

controls only the cells of diseased part and this remedy sufficiently saturate

that part and after that it-stops absorbing it. When all aparts of the body have

been healed and healthy balanced restored, the medicine itself is no longer

absorbed. Therefore, there are absolutely no risks of over-dosing, side effects

or drug dependency.

Electrohomeopathic system is eco-friendly for herbs because in comparison

of Unani and Ayurveda only a very small amount of herbs are used. In this

system no residue is left after the complete process. Thousands of people can

be treated using medicine made only from 1kg of the herbs. Due to the noble

system of producing the large quantity of medicine with very small quantity

of plants or herbs we can save our precious forests as per “The Forest

Conversation Act,1980”.
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Basic Principle of Electrohomeopathy

Mattei believed disease is the vitiation of blood and lymph and health is

only in the equilibrium of these two “Blood and Lymph”. It means there are

two circulating substances in our body that are blood and lymph. When out of

these two or one of these two become vitiated then our body become diseased

when the equilibrium position of these two be maintained i.e. health. It will

lead to complete health. Also this vitiation occurred due to deficiencies of

certain known and unknown (whose are not still analysed) micro, macro and

trace elements. When these deficiencies, meet out externally with the help of

certain herbs then these deficiencies fulfilled with the herbal extract as Mattei

was well known about the power of nature and its reaction. It is well proved

by the ancient' healer who were better known about the herb's power.

Following are the factors :

1. Herbs to be collected in full ripe particulars region of the year.

2. Herb should be collected fair and fresh mode. It should be taken in the
extraction unit with in 6 hour from the collection place.

3. Maximum plants become ripe during time February to November of
every year.

4. Most peak season is during May 15th to September 15th of every year.

5. Moisture loss should not exceed more than 20% Because 80 to 100%
fresh and healthy plant will produced 100% Qualitative remedy.
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6. Herb should be collected from good and healthy place weather condition
should be favorable.

7. Collected parts should be reached in good condition in extraction

laboratory.

8. Plant should be collected in all concerned hygienic condition and

packing.

9. Flowers and root should be handled properly.

10. Vehicle should be used with full proof hygienic conditions.

11. Mostly the percolation should be avoided upto least points.

Cleaning of Herb :

1. Herb should be clean in fresh and clean water.

2. Clean-drinking qualitative water is preferred first to clean the herbs.

3. Ensure there should be not any contamination.

4. Heavy water is not royal for washing of herbs. Cleaning must be referred

to avoid the percolation.

5. Plant should be insect free before processing.

6. Plant should be free from any type of dust.

7. No any type of cleaning materials like detergent and ashes to be used.

Processing Method

Process of extraction of three miraculous healing power from vegetables
kingdom :

1. Extraction of sulpher or volatile contents of the plant :

This is a process of extraction in which the fresh plant part(whole) to be
used. The whole part of the plant cut into small pieces and put into the container
by which the steam is to be passed, the steam carry all the volatile contents of
the plants to the condenser and after Condensation we get its part of the plant
that is called sulpher. Sulpher term is not used for any type of chemical this is
only used for the”PRAN VAYU” of the plants.

2. Extraction Of Mercury :

After extraction of Ist part that is sulphur, the rest part of plant from its part
to be taken to the 2nd step. it is put for the fermentation at a temperature of 22
C to 35 C. it varies plant to plant. This fermentation takes place without yeast
and sugar and without any buffering agent. This will rest for 17 days to 31
days (this is also varies plant to plant).

After compeleting of the process of fermentation the liquid part to be filtered
out and rest solid part of residue to be allowed for shade drying.

Now the liquid filtered to be distilling for 7 to 10 times to get the 2nd part
that is called mercury. Actually this is the alcoholic part of the plant, or also
this is known as LIQUIDATED of the plant. Here the mercury term is used for
this liquidated part of the plant or alcoholic part of the plant. This term is not
used for any type of chemical.

3. Extraction of Salt Part :

The solid residue after shade drying to be burned and ash to be collected
after incineration this ash to be calcined in a special apparatus which attain
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the temperature upto 600 C and this calcinations process to be completed on a
constant temp. with in 7to 10 days.

After calcinations this calcined material to be dissolved into distilled water
and put this dissolvent on a constant heat of 250 C to 350 C and when the
whole distilled water is vaporized then the powder material to be collected
from the pot, this is the salt of the same plant.

4. Process of Gestation :

Now all three parts duly collected by the previous three process that are :

1. Sulpher, 2. Mercury, 3. Salt.

All are to be allowed into a container and put it for 10 to 16 day for the
gestation. After the process of gestation the whole solution allowed for
distillation and distillation will take place for 7 to 10 times. The end material
of this process is known as crude form of the plant. Now this crude or substantial
form or D1 is ready to prepare the usable doses.

Physical properties of all three processes Duly attempted during whole
process :

(1) Sulpher-Color - like water.

Taste - Like water or some time little bit sour.

(2) Mercury-Color - Of fermenting matter are brownish to deep rusty brown
but after distillation it become watery or slite turbid.

Taste - Some plant bitter and some plant sour, but after distillation it
become little bit bitter and sour.

Odour - When the fermenting material got then the odour very foited
due to death and decay of the matter but on distillation. Its odour become
like fresh plant.

(3) Salt-Color - White and off white some time light pale.

Taste - Sour or some time bitter.
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Gestation process :

Color - Watery or some time mild turbid.

Taste - Watery, some time mild bitter or mild sour but after distillation
no specific taste, it is just like water but the appearance is mild viscus
then water.

Odour- when the gestation took place completely then odour fresh plant
become mild, odour and after distillation it become completely odour
less.

So I found substances or crude completely colorless, tasteless and odourless
but some time very-very mild color, taste and odour to be judged in some
plant's extraction.

Human Physiology according to Sulpher, Mercury and Salt :

1. Soul or air or pran vayu part of body.

2. Liquidated part of body.

3. Solid part of body.

1.  Soul Or Air Or Pran Vayu Part Of Body

According to Indian mythology human body or any living creature on the
earth can not survive without air or vayu, so this air is known as vayu or aatma
or soul of the body. On the other hand plant are very much related to the air. As
we know plants are also living creation on the earth, the difference is only the
cycle of the natural balance. As oxygen is the main part, of the air which is
very useful for the human being. So oxygen is liberated by plant and taken by
the human being and vice-versa carbon dioxide is liberated by human being
and taken by the plants, so there for pran vayu can be purified by pran vayu. So
sulpher part of plant is very much useful for the purification air part of the
body.
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On the end blood is main carrier of 0xygen, so each and every elements of

sulpher extract is useful for the pran vayu healing. So that's why sulpher part

of the plant is very much essential part of E.H remedies, As we know if the

Pran are absent from the body,then our body can never exist.

2.  LIQUID PART OF THE BODY

This is consist of each and every liquid part of the body, but blood and

lymph and its producing and circulating organs and channels are major parts

of the body. This part having the same power to heal the mercurial body of

human being. That means the extract from the plant in form of mercury can be

good healer for the mercurial part of the human body.

3.   SOLID PART OF THE BODY

This consists of solid structure that is skelton structure including tendons

and ligaments so at the last when sulphure and mercury are extracted from the

plant then the last solid part to be convert into the salts, because the solid body

of the human and plants consist the salt. So we extract the salt part of the plant

which has an efficiency to heal the solid body.

So therefore the nature is very much friendly to the creation made by the

nature.

So when sulpher, mercury and salt are extract from the plant and

administered to heal the sulpher body,-murcury body and salt body of a human

then it will heal 100% , as we collect all these part by using 100% to 0% of the

plant which is very much related to the human being as their properties

wise.

As if the dose of A3 is
well tolerated by the patient. The main indication by this remedy are vertigo,
hypersensitivity, fleshy skin, heat exhaust and constipation.

1. If S1 and A3 is not tolerated by the patients then we can say patient is of
mired constitution and his/her constitutional remedy is F1.

2. And in mired case we can apply the combination of these remedies.

3. If S1 is not tolerated then S2 should be used in the combination.

4. If A3 is not tolerated then A2 should be used in the combination.

5. If the constitution is just in confusion then never confuse as you can
make a combination of these three or Alternatively in any type of disease.

So this is the way by which we can select the constitution by easy method
it is mine own personal and pet experience.
